
Cord Dying Instructions:

1. Colors: RIT Brand Dye.
1. Dark Green.
2. Kelly Green and Golden Yellow.
3. Dark Green and Golden Yellow.
4. Kelly Green and Royal Blue.
5. Dark Green and Navy Blue.
6. Golden Yellow.
7. Royal Blue and Golden Yellow.
8. Navy Blue and Golden Yellow.
9. Royal Blue.
10. Navy Blue.
NOTE: Kid’s Cords ages 3-10 only dye 6 inches up from end of tassel. Adult Cords ages 11 and up dye the whole cord.

Instructions:

1. If using the packet (not the liquid) version of the dye, please add some salt as directed.
2. Prepare cord (fray and knot). 
3. Boil water in pot.
4. Once boiling, remove from burner and place pot in sink.
5. Add dye (salt) to water.  If dying 1-2 cords only use 1/3 of the packet or it will come out too dark.
6. Get cord wet then add to dye mix.
7. Dye for about 5 minutes, stirring cord to make sure it is completely dyed.
8. Dump water down sink. Fill pot 3 times with cold water to rinse excess dye.
9. Hang dry cord outside (do NOT dry in dryer or it will shrink!).
10. Place your name on a piece of masking tape and attach to your cord.
11. Bring cord to Batizado!
